Carrie was ambitious, completing a political science degree at MU in three years, followed
by earning journalism and law degrees. She served as Senator John Danforth’s press
secretary, as an Assistant Attorney General for the State of Missouri, and on the University of
Missouri Board of Curators. She died in a tragic car accident in 1989 at the age of 34. Carrie
served on the Women's Network Steering Committee.
