What business benefit is there to being a member of Women’s Network? (Why would my business 
pay for me to be a member?) 
There are currently over 400 men and women involved in Women’s Network. On average over 200 
attend the monthly luncheons. There are numerous opportunities to make business contacts and to get 
your business name out in front of other business leaders and consumers. In addition to the luncheons 
there are several smaller events and committee meetings that provide individuals with a less 
intimidating environment to socialize and get to know their peers. These networking opportunities 
provide Women’s Network members with an environment for growth as leaders in the community by 
enhancing leadership and communication skills as well. 

 
How much does a membership cost? 
Dues are $60 a year per member for Chamber representatives and $75 per member for non-Chamber 
representatives.

The time commitment will be based on your level of involvement. Luncheons are on the third 
Thursday of each month from 11:30‐1:00 p.m. If you choose to join a committee, committee 
meetings are once a month for one hour. In addition to luncheons and committee meetings 
there are two large events throughout the year, one in November and one in June. There are 
a few small mixers throughout the year too. All of which are optional, but do enhance your 
membership and the benefits you get from it.
